The colonists crossed the ocean in the Susan Constance, the Godspeed and the Discovery.  They took a long time and it was dangerous.
B:  
Adequate answer, but not well-structured in hierarchy (priority of information)

Captain Christopher Newport commanded the first voyage to Jamestown.  He commanded the Godspeed which was a 100-ton vessel and also commanded the Susan Constance which was a 40-ton ship and the Discovery which was a 20-ton ship.  John Smith came across the ocean in the ship’s brig because he was charged with mutiny.

A:  
Thoroughly answered question with organized thought and effort.

example:  How did the colonists cross the ocean?

The Jamestown colonists crossed the ocean in wooden sailing vessels.  The trip was unpredictable, dangerous and long with the travelers in small cramped quarters.  For example, the first voyage lasted five months, starting in December, 1606 and not arriving until May, 1607.  On this voyage, the Godspeed, the Susan Constance and the Discovery took the southern route by way of the Caribbean islands.  They ran into unfavorable weather which delayed their progress by several weeks.  However, they fared better than a supply ship of 1609, the Sea Venture, which was shipwrecked in the Bermuda.  Sailors and colonists shared cramped quarters aboard the ship.  John Smith was even chained in irons and spent most of his journey locked in the ship’s brig, or jail room.
