Washington’s Administration Problems Faced

I. Problems at Home

A. Northwest Territory:  fights with Indian confederation

i. Little Turtle, Red Jacket, Blue Jacket wiped out forces led by Territorial Governor Gen. St. Clair with 400 regulars, 1000 Kentucky militia, 600 wives and children

ii. “Mad” Anthony Wayne defeated Indian confederation at Battle of Fallen Timbers with 1,000 soldiers in the New American Legion Army fighting an estimated 2,000 Indians
iii. Greenville Treaty – Indians gave up land claims in southeastern part of NW Terr.

B. Whiskey Rebellion

i. October 1794 farmers in western Pennsylvannia rebel against tax on whiskey (frontier same-as-cash product) burned tax collector’s home, threatened armed attack on Pittsburg

ii. Gen. Henry Lee and Alexander Hamilton led a federal army of 13,000 soldiers and dispersed the rebels, capturing 20 of the leaders

II. Problems Abroad

A. France

i. Treaty dating back to 1778 between France and the United States of America

ii. French Revolution

1. Followed American example of overthrowing a tyrannical government / king

2. Was supported by many Americans, including Thomas Jefferson

B. Great Britain

1. Largest trading partner of U.S.

2. British ships were seizing American ships in the Caribbean and taking their goods

C. Neutrality

i. Washington and Hamilton saw good of our country as staying Neutral (punishable by law for aiding or abetting either side)

ii. John Jay went to negotiate with Great Britain

iii. Jay Treaty

1. Britain would repay Americans for sheps seized

2. Britain would agree to abandon forts in American territory by 1796

3. Did not open up trade for Americans in the Caribbean

D. Spain

i. Pinkney’s Treaty of 1795

1. Americans had the right to travel freely on the Mississippi River.

2. U.S. goods could be stored at the port of New Orleans free of customs duties.

3. Spain accepted the 31st parallel as the northern boundary of Spanish Florida and the southern boundary of the United States of America
