 Dear LRCA Families:

     Hello from LRCA Learner Services!  What a joy it is to partner with you as we guide each student to pursue 
truth from a Christ-centered worldview.   We are very committed to “each” student…choosing to focus on 
our students as individuals who have differences that allow them to make unique contributions to the world.  
We believe this so much that our motto has become “every difference is a gift” and we take that to heart 
when helping each student to reach maximum potential in learning.   Because of the differences in our 
learners, we have found that varying levels of support and challenge are appropriate in every class , every 
grade level.   

     Some students benefit from differentiated instruction offered by the classroom teachers and the Learner 
Service Team  within their classrooms; others  need  one-on-one or small group experiences outside of class 
from the Learner Services Team. This is a highly individualized approach and one that we believe best 
meets the needs of our students and our mission.  Because these responses are supplemental and require 
additional staff, facilities, and materials, there is an additional tuition charge for all students K5-12th.  Families 
who have signed appropriate Learner Services paperwork will be billed monthly for Learner Services fees.  
Below is an overview of the opportunities through LRCA Learner Services.  Should you be interested in 
knowing more about LRCA Learner Services please see our link under Academics on the LRCA website  or 
contact me.

	    In addition to these services, we are excited to offer comprehensive or partial educational testing/ 
	    analysis by contracted professionals and Learning Services team members for students enrolled at 
	    LRCA.  The Comprehensive Evaluation fee is $325 and includes testing/analysis in these areas:

			   • Auditory discrimination/processing
			   • Speech/language, articulation, voice, fluency
			   • Reading – phonemic awareness, word recognition, silent and oral reading fluency, 
			      decoding, vocabulary and comprehension

			   • Visual perceptual/visual motor/processing
			 
In addition to the comprehensive evaluation further testing (and additional fees)  may be necessary  to 
determine differences related to: 

			   • Sensory processing    •Motor planning      •Handwriting    

The fees include examination, consultations, written report, and one conference with family (and student 
when appropriate), classroom teacher(s) as appropriate, and Learner Services Team.  

Partial evaluations or reevaluations fees would be prorated and determined on an individual basis.
